On Sunday morning we have been studying the seven “I Am” claims of Jesus from the Gospel of John.  This is 
a powerful study and a constant reminder that Yahweh, who told Moses in the book of Exodus, “I Am that I 
Am. That is my name forever!,” is now Jesus among us as both man and God. 

 

One of the most powerful “I Am” statement is found in John 8:12 is where Jesus declares, “I Am the Light of 
the World.”  He is the one who brings the truth, clarity, purpose and eternal hope.  

What should shake believers to the foundation of their souls it when he declares about us: 

Matthew 5:14-16 14 “You are the light of the world. A city set on a hill cannot be hidden. 15 Nor do people light a lamp and put it 
under a basket, but on a stand, and it gives light to all in the house. 16 In the same way, let your light shine before others, so that they 
may see your good works and give glory to your Father who is in heaven.” 

There are six words that magnify what Jesus is saying:        

 Wow!             

 Stunning!            

 Incredible!             

 Amazing!           

 Overpowering!            

 Shocking!    

Do you understand what Jesus is saying?  Those who believe in him by faith (you and me) are not just mem-
bers of his church, not just recipients of salvation, not just those who support the work of the church.   

Listen carefully:               

 YOU are Jesus’ presence in this world.
