The problem with Christianity in America is that nearly everyone develops their own theology based
on particular passages they like. The Jesus that emerges from our “helter-skelter” approach to the Bi-
ble varies from church to church, person to person, believer to believer. No wonder the world is con-
fused since we produce an inconsistent message using the Bible and Jesus as our backdrop.

This is what we look like to the world:

One Christian has a Jesus who accepts the gay lifestyle while another calls it an abomination.

One Christian supports abortion on demand as a women’s right while another sees it as the

killing of unborn children.

One Christian believes peace and justice infused with love and acceptance of all people as
Jesus’ message while another sees the call to repentance and submission to Jesusas  biblical.

One Christian promotes wealth and riches for those who believe while another sees sacrifice
and poverty as the truth.

Both cannot be true at the same time! How do we solve this problem? The answer is simple: We must
make and execute three commitments.
